1.2 The headings in these Conditions are for convenience only and shall not affect either their interpretation andior the construction of the Contract.

25 These Condor sha apply to all contracts for the sale of Goods and/or the supply of Services by the Seller to the Buyer to the exclusion of all other
terms and conditions including any terms or conditions which the Buyer may purport to apply under any purchase order confirmation of order or similar
document.

2.3 Acceptance of delivery of the Goods and/or Services shall be deemed conclusive evidence of the Buyer's acceptance of these Con
2.4 Any variton to these Gontiions (nchuing any apecial terme and conciions agreel bemean the parie) shall be nappicable Uness agreed n Writng
by the Seller.
25 The Seller's employees or agents are not authorised to make any representations concerning the Goods andior Services unless confirmed by the Seller
in Writing. In entering into the Contract the Buyer acknowiedges that it does not rely on any such representations which are not so confirmed.
2.6 Any advice or recommendation given by the Seller or its employees or agents to the Buyer or its employees or agents as to the storage, application or
use of the Goods which is not confirmed in Writing by the Seller is followed or acted upon entirely at the Buyer's own risk, and accordingly the Seller
shall not be liable for any such advice or recommendation which is not so confirmed.
2.7 Any typographical, clerical or other eror or omission in any sales literature, quotation, price list, acceptance of offer, invoice or other document or
information issued by the Seller shall be subject to correction without any lability on the part of the Seller.
3 Orders and specifications
3.1 No order submitted by the Buyer in excess of £500.00 excluding VAT shall be deemed to be accepted by the Seller unless and until confirned in Writing
by the Seller.
3.2 The Buyer shall be responsible to the Seller for ensuring the accuracy and completeness of the terms of any order for Goods and/or Services (including
any applicable specification) submitted by the Buyer, and for giving the Seller any necessary information relating to the Goods and/or Services within a
sufficient time to enable the Seller to perform the Contract in accordance with its terms.
33 The speciicatr o e Goods aclor Services shall e in accordaroe wth the Specifcation an the auentiy, quay ard dsscripion ofhe Gaods
andlor Services shall be those stated in any quotation of the Seller or otherwise agreed between the Seller and the Buyer in Wit
3.4 Where the Buyer specifies a particular component or components for the Goods, the Seller reserves the right to specify the suppher of such component
or components.
35 Subject to Subject to clause 13.11 below, Goods manufactured by the Seller shall be in accordance with applicable European Standards which relate
specifical y to them.
3.6 If the Goods are to be manufactured or any process is to be applied to the Goods by the Seller in accordance with a specification submitted by the
Buyer, the Buyer shall indemnify the Seller against al loss, damages, costs and expenses awarded against or incurred by the Seller in connection with
or paid or agreed to be paid by the Seller in settlement of any claim for infringement of any patent, copyright, design, trade mark or other industrial or
intellectual property rights of any other person which restits from the Seller's use of the Buyer's specification.
3.7 The Seller may from time to time make changes in the Specification of the Goods which are required to comply with any applicable safety or statutory
requirements or which do not material y affect the quality or ftness for purpose of the Goods stated in any quotation of the Seller or otherwise.

8 The Buyer shall ensure that the Goods are used and maintained strictly in accordance with the Seller’s instructions particularly i order to ensure the
safe use of the Goods and the prevention of damage to the Goods.
3.9 The Seller may cancel the Contract at any time before the Goods and/or Services are delivered by giving notice in Writing to the Buyer. On giving such
notice the Seller shall promptly repay to the Buyer any sums paid in respect of the Price. The Seller shall not be liable for any loss or damage whatever
arising from such cancellation.
3.10 The Buyer may not cancel the Contract except with the agreement in Writing of the Seller and upon such terms as the Seller shall specify and which
shall, in any event, include a requirement that the Buyer shall pay to the Seller a sum which is equivalent to not less than fifty per cent of the Price.
4Price of the Goods andlor Services
4.1 The Price shall be the Seller’s quoted pri
42 The Price s oxclusive of VAT which shall e due at th rate rulng on he date ofthe Sellers invoice.
4.3 Al prices quoted are valid for 30 days after which time they may be withdrawn or altered by the Seller without giving notice to the Buyer
4.4 The Seller reserves the right, by giving notice to the Buyer at any time before delivery, to increase the Price to reflect any increase in the costto the Seller
which is due to any factor or factors occurring after the making of the Contract including, without limitation, any foreign exchange fluctuation, currency
regulation, alteration of taxes and duties, increases in manufacturers prices, increase in the costs of labour, materials and other manufacturing costs,
any change in delivery dates, quantites o specifications for the Goods which is requested by the Buyer, or any delay caused by any instructions of the
Buyer or failure of the Buyer to give the Seller adequate information or instructions.
5 Terms of Payment
5.1 Exceptas oheise sated n any quoaton o tne Seller o oherwise agreed between the Selerand the Buyer n iing, he Seler shal be eniled o
invoice the Buyer for the Price (plus VAT, the costs of carriage, insurance, and any Special Packaging) on the date of dispat e Goods by th
Seller, or (if the Buyer is to collect the Goods) at any time after the Seller notifies the Buyer that the Goods are ready for eleston andir o e Price
for the Services (plus VAT) on the date of completion of the provision of the Services.
5.2 Except as otherwise stated in any quotation of the Seller or otherwise agreed between the Seller and the Buyer in Writing payment of the Price (plus
VAT, costs of carriage, insurance and Special Packaging) shall be due within 30 days of the date of the Seller's invoice.
5.3 Time for payment of the Price (plus VAT, the costs of carriage, insurance and Special Packaging) shall be of the essence
5.4 The Buyer may nol wihhold paymentofany invoiceor other amunt due o the Selle by reason of any ight o seoff o counterclaim wich the Buyer
may have or allege to have or for any reason whatev
55'11ho Buyer s o make any payment on e dué date then, without prefudice o any of the Selle's other rights, the Seller may in s absolute iscreton-
5.5.1 suspend andlor cancel any further deliveries of the Goods and/or Services due to the Buyer; and/or
5.5.2. appropriate any payment made by the Buyer to such of the Goods and/or Services supplied under the Contract or under any other contract with
the Buyer as the Seller may think fit (notwithstanding any purported appropriation by the Buyer); andlor
5.5.3. charge the Buyer interest, which shall accrue from the date when payment becomes due from day to day untilthe date of payment at
arate of 3% above Barclays Bank plc’s base rate from time to time in force and which shall accrue at such a rate after as well as before any
judgment.
5.6 Ifthe Buyer fails to make any payment on the due date in respect of any other contract for the sale and purchase of Goods and/or Services between
the Seller and the Buyer the Price (plus VAT, the cost of carriage, insurance and Special Packaging) shall immediately become due and payable to the
Seller notwithstanding any provision to the contrary contained in these Conditions.
6 Delivery of Goods and/or Services
6.1 Delivery of Goods shall be made by the Buyer collecting the Goods at the Seller's premises at any time after the Seller has notified the Buyer that the
Goods are ready for collection or, if some other place for delivery is agreed to by the seller in Writing, by the Seller delivering those Goods to that place.
6.2 The Buyer shall make al arrangements necessary to take delivery of the Goods whenever they are tendered for delivery.
6.3 Any dates quoted for delivery of the Goods and/or Services are approximate only and the Seller shall not be liable for any delay in delivery of the Goods
and/or Services however causet
6.4 Time for delivery shall not be of the essence of the Contract unless previously agreed by the Seller in Writing.
6.5 The Goods andlor Services may be delivered by the Seller in advance of any quoted delivery date upon the Seller giving reasonable notice to the Buyer.
6.6 The Buyer shall take delivery of the Goods tendered notwithstanding that the quantity so delivered shall be either greater o less than the quantity
purchased provided that
6.6.1. such discrepancy in quantity shall not exceed 5 % in the case where the Goods comprise quantities in excess of 100 items or 10% in the case
where the Goods comprise quantities in excess of 1000 items;
6.6.2. the Price shall be adjusted on a pro rata basis in order to take account of any such discrepancy.

6.9 The Seller shall not be liable for any loss or damage whatever due to failure by the Seller to deliver the Goods and/or Services (or any of them) promptly

6.10. Notwithstanding that the Sell er may have delayed or failed to deliver the Goods and/or Services (or any of them) promptly the Buyer shall be bound to
accept delivery and to pay for the Goods andlor Services in full provided that delivery shall be tendered at any time within 3 months of the Delivery Date.
7Buyer's responsibilities
7.1 The Buyer will provide the Seller with such information as the Seller shall reasonably require in order to enable the Seller to undertake the Project
7.2 The Buyer shall be responsible for ensuring that al such information is accurate and complete in all material respects.
7.3 The Buyer will provide, free of charge, al such facilties as the Seller shall reasonably require in order to undertake the Project including (without
limitation) al electric power, lighting, heating and compressed air.
7.4 Unless stated in the quotation of the Seller or otherwise agreed between the Seller and the Buyer in Wiiting, the Buyer shall be responsible for
7.4.1. ensuring that any equipment, communications links, computer programs, apparatus and other materials (‘the Buyer's Equipment) to be
connected to the Goods are compatible with the Goods, properly instal ed and are sufficient and suitable for the Buyers intended purpose; and
7.4.2. any installation of cabling and other conducting media (using industry standard connections) reqired in order to connect the Goods to the:

8 Seller's responsibilities
Unless stated in any quotation of the Seller or otherwise agreed between the Seller and the Buyer in Witing, the Seller will not have any responsibity to the
Buyer in respect of -

10Risk and property
10.1. Risk of damage o or loss of the Goods shall pass to the Buyer:-
10.1.1. in the case of Goods to be collected from the Seller's premises, at the time of collection; or
10.1.2. in the case of Goods to be delivered to the Buyer, at the time of delivery; or
10.1.3. if the Buyer wrongful y fails to collect and/or take delivery of the Goods, at the time when the Seler has tendered delivery of the Goods.
10.2. Risk of damage to or loss of any parts, materials or equipment (‘free issue") shall remain with, o pass to, the Buyer where such parts,
materials or equipment are received from the Buyer or a third party on behalf of the Buyer into the Seller's stock.
10.3. In spite of delivery having been made, property in the Goods shall not pass from the Seller untik
10.3.1. the Seller has received in cash or cleared funds payment of the Price (plus VAT, costs of carriage, insurance and Special Packaging) in full for
the Goods andor Services and all other goods and/or services agreed to be sold and/or supplied by the Seller to the Buyer (whether under
Contract or under any other contract between the Seller and the Buyer) for which payment is then due; and
10.3.2. no other sums whatever shall be due from the Buyer to the Seller

10.4. Until property in the Goods passes to the Buyer in accordance with clause 10.2 the Buyer shall hold the Goods and each of them on a fiduciary basis
as bailee for the Seller. The Buyer shall store the Goods (at no cost to the Seller) separately from all other goods inits possession and marked i stich
away that they are clearly identified as the Seller's propert
10.5. Notwithstanding that the Goods (or any of them) remain the property of the Seller the Buyer may sell or use the Goods in the ordinary course of the
Buyer's business at full market value for the account of the Seller. Any such sale o dealing shall be a sale or use of the Seller's property by the Buyer
on the Buyer's own behalf and the Buyer shall deal as principal when making such sales or dealings. Until property in the Goods passes from the Seller
the entire proceeds of sale or otherwise of the Goods shall be held in trust for the Seller and shall not be mixed with other money or paid into any
overdrawn bank account and shall be at al material times identified as the Seller's money.
10.6. The Seller shall be entitled to recover the Price (plus VAT and any costs of carriage, insurance, Special Packaging) notwithstanding that property in any
of the Goods has not passed from the Seller.
10.7. Until such time as property in the Goods passes from the Seller the Buyer shall upon request deliver up such of the Goods as have not ceased to be
in existence. If the Buyer fails to do so the Seller may enter upon any premises owned occupied or control ed by the Buyer where the Goods are situated
and repossess the Goods. On the making of such request the rights of the Buyer under clause 10.5 shall cease.
10.8. The Buyer shall not pledge or in any way charge by way of security for any indebtedness any of the Goods which are the property of the Seller. Without
prejudice to the other rights of the Seller, if the Buyer does so al sums whatever owing by the Buyer to the Seller shall forthwith become due and payable.
10.9. The Buyer shall insure and keep insured the Goods to the full Price against ‘all risks' to the reasonable satisfaction of the Seller until the date that property
in the Goods passes from the Seller, and shall whenever requested by the Seller produce a copy of the policy of insurance. Without prejudice to the
other rights of the Seller, if the Buyer fails to do so al sums whatever owing by the Buyer to the Seller shall forthwith become due and payable
11 Intellectual property

1.1 No right or licence is granted under the Contract to the Buyer under any patent, trade mark, copyright, registered design or other intellectual property
right except the right to use or resell the Goods.
11.2. The specification and design of the Goods (including the copyright, design right or other intellectual property in them) prepared by the Seller shall as
between the parties be the property of the Seller. Where any designs or specifications have been supplied by the Buyer then the Buyer warrants that the
useofhose designs or specicatons o the manufacture,processing, assembly of suppl o the Goods shalnat inffnge the rights of any thrd ary

Urless agreed in Wrtng by the Seler # fitures, plant or other equipment, a photographs, Samples pltes, utters, moulds, resses and other ool and

(other than any ibmitted by the Buyer), patterns, drawings and information required in order to produce the Goods shall remain

e e property of the Seller regardless of hetner o nt any charge is made for them by the Seller.
13 Warranties and liability
13.1. Subject to the conditions set out below the Seller warrants that the Goods will at the time of delivery correspond to the description contained in the
Specification and will be free from defects in material and workmanship for a period of 12 months from the date of delivery.
13.2. The warranty contained in clause 13.1 above is given by the Seller subject to the following conditions:
13.2.1. the Seller shall be under no liabilty in respect of any inaccuracy and/or defect i the Goods arising from any drawing, design or specification
or for any parts, materials or equipment (free issue”) supplied by the Buyer or other third party on the Buyer's behalf;
13.2.2. the Seller shall be under o liabily in respect of any defect arising from fair wear and tear, wilful damage, negligence, abnormal working
conditions, failure to follow the Seller's instructions, misuse or alteration or repair of the Goods without the Seler's approval in Writ
13.2.3. the Seler shall be under no liabity under the above warranty (or any other warranty, condition or guarantee) if the Price(plus VAT and any, costs
of carriage, insurance, Special Packaging) (or any part thereof) has not been paid by the due date for payment;
13.2.4. the warranty does not extend to glass in any event nor does it extend to any parts, materials o equipment not manufactured by the Seller
(including but not limited to where the Goods are print heads, platen rollers and/or driver bels), in respect of which the Buyer shall only be
entitled to the benefit of any such warranty or guarantee as is given by the manufacturer to the Seller and only to the extent that the Seller can
assign the same to the Buyer.
13.3. Where any valid claim made under clause 13.1 in respect of any of the Goods which is based on any failure to correspond to the description contained
in the Specification or any defect in material and workmanship is notified to the Seller and the Goods in question are returned to the Seller carriage paid
within the period specified in clause 13.1, the Seller shall be entitled to repair or replace the Goods (or the part in question) free of charge, or, at the
Seller's sole discretion, refund to the Buyer the Pice of the Goods (of a proportionate part of such Price)
13.4. The Buyer shall notify the Seller in Witing in the event of any alleged shortage of quantity or damage to the extemal packaging of the Goods within 24
hours of the date of receipt. Notwithstanding the receipt by the Seller of any such notice a clear signature on a carrier's delivery advice sheet shall be
deemed to signify receipt of the quantity of the Goods indicated on the advice sheet.
13.5. The Buyer shall inspect the Goods on delivery and shall within 7 days of delivery notify the Seller in Writing of any alleged damage or failure to comply
with description. In that event, the Buyer shall afford the Seller an opportunity to inspect the Goods within a reasonable time following delivery and before
any use is e ofthem. f he Buyer shallfai 1 compl wih these provisions the Goods shalbe conclusiel prestmed 10 be in accordance wit the
Contract and free from any damage-
13.6. If the Goods are not in accordance with the Contract for any reason the Buyer's sole remedy shall be limited to the Seller replacing such Goods o, if
the Seller shall elect, by refunding a proportionate part of the Price.
13.7. Subject as expressly provided in these Conditions, the Seller shall be under no liabity whatsoever to the Buyer in contract, tort, negligence, breach of
statutory duty or otherwise for any loss, damage, costs or expenses of any nature whatsoever incurred or suffered by the Buyer of an indirect or
consequential nature including without limitation any economic loss or other loss of tumover, profits, business or gooduill
135, n he event of any reach of tis Contract by the Sellr th remedies ofhe Buyer shal e imte to damages. Under no crcumstances shall th fabiy
of the Seller exceed the

13.11. Where the Buyer intends to manufacture, distribute, sell, supply or use any products or services which incorporate the Goods then:
(@) the Seller does not warrant that the Goods will be compliant with the RoHS Regulations;
(b) the Buyer must take al steps to ensure that the products which incorporate the Goods are compliant with the RoHS Regulations (including
but o mited to ensuring tht (e Buyer) has s own adequate qualty corirl ystems in place for the purpose); and
(c) unless the Buyer specifical y advises the Seller in writing that
(i) the Goods require to be compliant with the RoHS Regulations; and/or
(1) hat e products or sevices which the Buyer ntends o manufacture, disrbute, sel supplyor use which incorporte he Goods require
to be compliant with the RoHS Regulati
ihen he Sellershall be entied 10 assume tht the Goods do not equire o be compliant with the RoHS Regulations.
provided always that the Seller will, at the Buyer's written request, provide such information as the Buyer reasonably requires to assist the Buyer in
determining whether the products which the Buyer intends to manufacture, distribute, sell, supply or use which incorporate the Goods will be compliant
with the RoHS Regulations.
14 Force Majeure
14.1 The Seller shall not be liable for any default or be deemed to be in breach of the Contract due to any delay in performing, or any failure to perform, any
of its obligations in relation to the Goods andior the Services, if the delay or failure was due to any cause beyond the reasonable control of the Seller.
14.2. Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing, the following shall be regarded as causes beyond the Seller's reasonable control
14.2.1. an act of God, explosion, flood, drought, tempest, fre, or accidents;
14.2.2. war or threat of war, sabotage, insurrection, civil disturbance or requisition;
14.2.3. Acts, restrictions, regulations, bye-laws, prohibitions or measures of any kind on the part of any governmental, parfiamentary or local authority;
14.2.4. import or export regulations or embargoes;
14.2.5. strikes, lock-outs or other industrial actions or trade disputes (whemer involving employees of the Seller or of a third party);

14.2.7. power failure or breakdown in machine
